“Evening of Discernment”

“Discernment” comes from the Latin verb discernere which means to separate by sifting.

In our Christian tradition, discernment is not so much about stopping to weigh a particular decision, as it is an ongoing LISTENING to God.  In the life of an SCC, listening is at the heart of what we do every time we gather – we listen closely to one another and to God, constantly sifting our experience for the gold nuggets of the Spirit’s life within and among us.  Because we are always listening, when we do pause especially to “take stock,” we are better able to hear and recognize the Spirit at work in us, calling us to deeper life as we move forward.
Every year we ask all SCCs to set aside an evening to reflect thankfully on what God has done for them – as individuals and as an SCC.
